Heifer International is a non-profit, humanitarian assistance and sustainable
development organization that specializes in providing livestock and related
services to limited-resource families worldwide. Heifer does this regardless of
race, creed, religion or national origin.

For more than 60 years, Heifer has been able to accomplish its mission
through cooperation with existing organizations such as church mission
groups, indigenous groups and extension groups. Heifer International does not
have a specific "religious tenet" except those implied in our Cornerstones and
Mission Statement. The 11 covenant agencies that undergird Heifer vary
somewhat in their doctrines, but all affirm caring for neighbors and the earth.
We have adopted a "Faith Heritage Statement™ that, while acknowledging
Heifer's Christian roots, points out that Heifer works with people of all faiths:

Heifer International was founded in 1944 by Church of the
Brethren educator Dan West. His vision of a worldwide program
to end hunger and poverty was born of his Christian faith. From
the beginning, this vision has encompassed all spiritual paths and
all people who understood that to serve God, we serve our
brothers and sisters.
