CROSS Inc.  (Christian Residential 

Opportunities and Social Services) is a small ministry with a 

big heart.  Their focus is those with physical and mental 

disabilities.  One of the distinctions that sets CROSS apart 

from other organizations is their belief that as Christians we 

are not simply to care for those with disabilities but to join 

with them on their journey toward wholeness.  We enter into 

their lives and they become our teachers as well as friends. 

 

CROSS has three personal care homes in South Central 

Pennsylvania providing care for 22 adults.  The residents 

have 50 year old bodies and 8 year old minds. Presently, they 

have three group homes ïGrace Home in Shippensburg ( 8 

residents), Griffith House in St. Thomas ( 6 residents) and 

Cumberland Vista in Cumberland County (8 residents).  

They  accept those on SSI and SS knowing they will need to 

depend on the community to make the difference.  They 

need an additional $550 per month per resident to cover 

the cost of maintaining these homes.  They  never want a 

resident to be denied care due to finances.
